Confirmation: You should have received your confirmation statement as your invoice for
payment. Please match the dates, destination, and return city with your travel plans. If you find a
discrepancy, please notify us immediately.

Travel To and From Alaska: W ¢ recommend that you arrive at your embarkation city (Juneau
or Petersburg) the day before the date we sail to ensure that you and your baggage arrive in time
for your cruise. Both cities offer a unique perspective of Alaska and are easy to navigate without
renting a car.

Please include your travel itinerary on the enclosed guest profile. Upon arrival, contact your
hotel for transportation and then contact us to let us know you have arrived. During that
conversation, we will give you the time to be at the Perseverance for sailing or the time we will
pick you up at your hotel for transport to the Perseverance.

Hotels: Hotel accommodations in both Juneau and Petersburg are plentiful and reasonably
priced, but summer is their busiest time of the year so book as early as possible. (Please check
for the most current information on courtesy transportation and freezer availability). Be sure to
mention you are a guest of Wild Alaska Cruises. Some hotel choices include:

It is conveniently located in downtown Petersburg, just a
block or so from the harbor. The Scandia House has complimentary shuttle service from/to the
airport and to the dock. Freezer space is available.

Liquor: We serve wine with dinner. If you would like beer, cocktails, or special/extra wine,
according to Alaska law, it is necessary for you to procure this. It is legal for you to bring aboard
whatever you purchase and liquor stores are conveniently located within walking distance in both
cities. We will be happy to provide mixers for you. Please note the brand and quantity desired
on your guest profile and we will have it aboard when you arrive.

Pack light. If possible, use a duffle or soft-sided bag as there is limited space to store
large suitcases. M any guests pack one bag or just a carry-on and count their fish boxes as
baggage on their return. Currently, most airlines allow two bags and a carry-on, but
check with your airline for any changes in policy. (Your fish will be packed in secure,
50-pound, wet-lok, airline-approved boxes.)

Dress in Layers. Expect temperatures to average in the 60- degree range. The nights are
a bit cooler and you most likely will experience rain. Pack quality not quantity. Today’s
modern materials make braving the elements a pleasure. Polar Fleece, micro-fibers and
other lightweight fabrics which cut the wind, wick moisture and allow layering are best.
Dress for comfort. Layers of comfortable pants, t-shirts, turtlenecks, sweaters, fleece
tops and vests usually are adequate. If you get cold easily, you might want to pack long
underwear.

Rubber-soled deck or tennis shoes are recommended. Don’t forget extra socks.

If your hands tend to get cold, pack a pair of lightweight gloves.

Rain gear and rubber boots are provided. You do not need to bring rain gear or boots.
For your convenience we have multiple sets of commercial grade rain gear in all sizes.
We have high quality rubber boots in most sizes, also. (If you wear size 14 Men’s or
larger, please let us know.) We also have hip boots.

Remember your camera and extra batteries.

Sunglasses and sunscreen.

Prescription medicines, physician and emergency contacts. (Pack a list of prescriptions,
dosages and pharmacies in case your medication is lost.)

Hairdryers are available.

Bottled water and soft drinks are provided. (Please note special requests on your profile.)
High-quality fishing tackle is purchased new each year. If you plan to do some fly
fishing, you will need to pack your own fly gear. If you want to do some stream fishing,
pack a selection of small spinners and spoons.

We sell fishing licenses and king salmon stamps onboard. Licenses are also available for
purchase from several vendors in your port city.
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Illegal Drugs: Use or possession of illegal drugs, including marijuana, aboard the vessel will
result in immediate termination of your cruise and forfeiture of all monies paid.

Guest Profile: We have included a guest profile with this letter (or download one on the internet
at wildalaskacruises.com ). Please fill it out and fax it to us as soon as possible (206 666 2910).
The profile allows our chef to plan for your dietary needs and the rest of the crew to prepare for
your arrival and trip. Please include any information that you think is important for your safety
and comfort.

What to Expect on Your Cruise:

The First Day: We usually sail between 8 a.m. and 10 a.m. You will either coordinate your
transportation to the Perseverance with the shuttle from your hotel or we will pick you up.

Upon arrival at the Perseverance, you will be served a snack, coffee and juice while you settle in,
become familiarized with the ship, and attend the safety orientation. After we embark, you are
free to roam the ship and enjoy the scenery and wildlife while the chef prepares a light lunch.
After lunch, we usually find one of our favorite fishing holes and head out in the guide boats for
several hours of fishing. Our guides then return you to the Perseverance in time for appetizers
and dinner.

During Your Week - a typical schedule would include:

The chef prepares a hot breakfast, usually around 7 a.m., after which the guide boats head out
fishing or wildlife viewing by 8 a.m. (The chef prepares a box lunch for you and a variety of
snacks are always available). Plan for a full day of fishing, wildlife viewing, and fun. Usually,
you return to the Perseverance and a new and spectacular moorage around 5 p.m. Take photos of
the day’s catch, watch the crew clean and pack your fish, and enjoy appetizers and a cocktail
while the chef prepares dinner. Dinners are served on deck and include fresh salads, an
abundance of seafood, fish, or steak and homemade gourmet desserts. After dinner, feel free to
relax on deck, go kayaking, take out one of the 15’ skiffs for more fishing, or just hang out. Most
people find they sleep extremely well, and wake rested and ready to go after ‘em again.

The Last Day of Your Cruise: On the last night of your cruise we will most likely anchor
within four hours of your port city. On the last morning of your cruise, we sail into port while
you enjoy a leisurely breakfast, pack, and prepare for disembarkation. We typically arrive in port
between 9 a.m. and 10 a.m. to take you to your hotel or the airport. *It is important to plan for
fish storage. If you are spending the night in one of the port cities, be sure to inquire about
fish storage/ freezers before booking a hotel. If you are going immediately to the airport, our
wet-loc boxes should be sufficient to take you to your destination. If you need to secure a locker,
there are choices in both port cities.

Smoking: For safety, smoking is allowed only in designated areas. Smoking is not permitted
indoors.

Gratuities: Crew gratuities are not included in the price of your trip, but tipping is appreciated.
Tipping 10 to 15% of the price of your cruise is customary. Wild Alaska prefers that crew
members be tipped on an individual basis. Cash is appreciated but checks and credit cards are
accepted.
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
